	Key knowledge:
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	· Water never leaves the Earth, it simply moves around the ‘water cycle’. 
· The water cycle is essential to life on our planet: without it there would be no plants or animals.
· About 70% of the Earth is covered in water. 

· An incredible 97% of Earth's water is in the oceans (this is salty water) and 2% is in the ice caps, leaving only 1% available for us to drink.

	Key knowledge:

	
	· Climate is the different weather conditions of an area over a long period of time.

· At the top of the Earth there is an arctic climate and some of the coldest temperatures in the world are found here. 
· At the equator there is a tropical climate, this is where you’ll find the world’s rainforests.

· Earthquakes happen when two large pieces of the Earth's crust suddenly slip. 


	Key vocabulary:

	Precipitation: rain, snow, sleet, or hail that falls to or condenses on the ground
Condensation: is the change of the physical state of matter.
Evaporation: type of vaporization that occurs on the surface of a liquid
Latitude: is used together with longitude 
Longitude: a way to say where a place is on the Earth.
Equator: is a line which is not real drawn around the Earth.
North Hemisphere: the half of Earth that is north of the Equator
South Hemisphere: the half of Earth that is south of the Equator
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Location of most of the world’s volcanoes and earthquakes.
